Joyce Country Challenge

Conditions of entry:

1. Entry accepted only with completed application form and relevant entry fee. 

2. Each participant in the Challenge (A WALK)will be required to have warm, windproof and waterproof  clothing, strong boots, OS Maps 37 & 38, or EastWest ‘Connemara Mountains’, a compass and  sufficient food (including emergency food such as glucose & chocolate) and water. 
3. Participants in the B (Lead walk) are required to warm, windproof and waterproof clothing, strong boots, and sufficient food and water. 
4. The Walk Stewards reserve the right to refuse entry and shall not be obliged to give a reason for such refusal. 

5. Participants must follow the designated course and may only leave the walk at a checkpoint after informing a Walk Steward of their intention to do so. 

6. Participants MUST obey the directions of stewards at all times. Failure to do so will result in disqualification from the walk. 

7. Persons participating in the Walk do so at their own risk. The organizers shall not be responsible for any injury or damage to persons or property, no matter how caused. 

8. In the event of an accident, participants and stewards shall come under the direction of the Rescue coordinator.
9. Participants in the Challenge and B walk must be over 18 years of age.

10. No dogs allowed.

11. Please do not litter the countryside.
12. Access to the route, or any part thereof of the challenge route, is only permitted as part of the Joyce Country Challenge annual event, due to the generous support of local land owners, and is not to be undertaken at any other time of the year independent of the Joyce Country Challenge organized by the Lake District Hillwalking Club.
13. Walkers are not to rely on the use of their mobile phone for GPS purposes due to possible accuracy issues in the terrain and battery usage. Mobile phones are best kept for contact with stewards, challenge base centre or other support services in the case of injury or needing to the leave walk early.
